We have several students who have already numerous incidents of absenteeism, tardiness, or both.
If a student has been absent three or more consecutive days or is under
 
a doctor’s care, the school must receive a Student Return to School form
 
from the doctor.  Any student who has more than 5 unexcused absences during a school year may face grade retention.  State law requires that students are in attendance at least 90% of the school calendar. At mid-term of the first grade, students begin keyboarding skills.  The program is called 
Dance Mat Typing
. It teaches keyboarding skills (keyboard home skills and posture) and touch typing.
