Dear Parents,

Parent involvement in a child’s education is a major factor in determining the success of the child.  Parent involvement contributes to positive outcomes, such as a better school attendance, improved homework completion rates, increased standardized scores, decreased violence and substance abuse, and higher graduation rates for your child.  In addition to these benefits, parent involvement is critical for the success of the school.  Through fundraising efforts and performing services in and around our campus, we can attain more resources and services for our children, keep tuition costs affordable, and add to the quality of your child’s spiritual formation and education.

In order to effectively engage the community in the education process and reach out to its citizens, a school volunteer program is essential.  As important as other areas of the community are, none are as important as the school.  It is in the school setting that children spend most of their formative years and it is here that education is imparted to children that will shape not only their present, but also their future.  Therefore, we require our families to volunteer 15 hours for one child family and 30 hours for two or more children per school year for the successful education of our children.

What is Stewardship?

Volunteer Code of Ethics

· Will communicate my questions, suggestions, or feelings (good or bad) to the appropriate personnel to avoid any misunderstandings or problems.

· Understand the importance of confidentiality.  I will not pass on any information about a child’s classroom performance or any in-house school related business that could adversely affect our school.  This is privileged and confidential information that could be detrimental to all of us if passed on carelessly.

· Will assume a professional attitude toward what I do, remembering that I am part of the educational team.

· Understand the need for an open mind and I will strive to view all situations objectively.  I may see and hear things with which I do not agree.  I will keep in mind…no one is going to handle problems in the same way I would…I may not have all the information around which some decisions are made.

· Understand that I work under the direction of the school staff.  The students are their responsibility and I will refer any discipline or other related problems to them.

· Will be honest.  If I am concerned or uncomfortable with a situation, I will talk to someone and I will not be afraid to ask questions if I am unsure about something.

· Understand the importance of dealing with all children including my own in the same manner.

Volunteer Opportunities

Fundraisers
H.O.P.E. (Scrip Cards) – Parent volunteers and students help sell HEB and Randall’s scrip cards after all Sunday Masses.  Volunteers will receive one hour credit for only a 20 minute service.

Gift Wrap Sale Fundraiser – Taking place at the beginning of the school year, the PTC needs volunteers to assist with processing orders, arranging for the distribution of the gift wrap and cheering on our families in order to sell as much as we can.
Sunday Breakfast – Assist in purchasing food items and cooking for the Sunday Breakfast fundraiser that takes place once a month after Sunday morning masses.  Each class sponsors one breakfast per school year.
Fall Festival – This fundraiser is traditionally the largest fundraiser run by PTC during the year.  The annual Fall Festival is a collaborative effort between parents and staff.  The Festival is held in October and includes a carnival, vendors, a silent auction, food and live entertainment.

Fun Run – Assist in the organization of the event, publicity and sponsorships.  Help with organization of mailing labels and tallying.

Gala – This annual fundraiser is the largest grossing school fundraiser.  Help with gala preparations.  Assist in set-up, clean-up, and facilitating the day of event.

Book Fair – Assist our Librarian in set-up and clean-up during this weeklong fundraiser.  Help with assisting students, parents and faculty before, during and after- school including cashier duties.
Building Community
Receptions/Hospitality – This committee organizes refreshment contributions and set-up and clean-up for events and receptions throughout the school year.

Homeroom Parent – Assists the classroom teacher with planning field trips, classroom parties, and special events (such as Sunday breakfast), including the art project and game booth for the Fall Festival.  The Homeroom Parent helps the teacher communicate with all other parents and is a “leader” for the class.

Dance Chaperone – Parent volunteers are needed to chaperone school dances and work the concession stand for Junior High events.

Catholic Schools Week – Assist faculty and staff with the organization of various events such as Open House, Alumni Mass, and the Talent Show.

Christmas Program – Parent volunteers will help our Music Teacher, Coordinators and students with this special program and with a reception to follow.

Church Bulletin Stuffers – Parent volunteers and students will help stuff church bulletins on Saturdays after the noon mass with school flyers, especially for Fall Festival, Scrip Card Sale, and the Gala.

Talent Show – Assist faculty and staff with the organization of this event to include after-school practices.

Ministry Fair – Parent volunteers will help represent the school and assist prospective new parents with questions before and after the Vigil Mass on Saturday and before and after all Sunday Masses on one weekend during the school year.

Religion Projects – Assist the Christian Faith Formation Director during special religious events throughout the school year.
School Assistance

P.S.I.A. – Assist faculty and coordinators with the preparation of this annual academic event for our students to include after-school practices and on day of the event.
Service Projects – Assist classrooms with their annual service projects which include fundraising for a charity and volunteering within the community.

Substitute Teaching – Assist faculty and staff as a substitute teacher when needed.  
Tutoring – Assist faculty with tutoring before or after school which is available to our students.

Office/Clerical Duties – Assist the office personnel as needed with phone duties, typing projects and copying.
Extended Care Duty – Assist in the supervision of students as they play in the gym area after school during a faculty and staff meeting, especially on early release days.
Library Aide – Assist our school librarian with re-shelving books and preparing new books for shelving.

Lunch Aide – Parent volunteers help supervise students during their lunch time on Teacher Appreciation Days or other special occasions.  
Beautification – Assist in making repairs, painting or landscaping to enhance the beauty and functionality of our school.

Teacher Luncheon – Help with the coordination of the teacher luncheon to include set-up, serve and clean-up during lunch time. 
Student Council – Help students and faculty with the organization of this school club during activities they may have throughout the school year.

Science Fair – Assist with the organization of this event and help students with their projects if needed on the day of the fair.

Yearbook – Photographer and individuals needed to create a yearbook of candid photos of school events and activities using photos you have taken of school events throughout the year.  Taking photos is a year long project.
